Friday, August 7th, 2009: 
Friday is Track Day at PPIR. Gates open at 7:00 am and close at 4:00 pm. This is an opportunity to practice on the 
road course that we will be using for the High-Speed Autocrosses on Tuesday and Wednesday. Cars will need to follow 
all of the NCCC rules for High-Speed Autocrosses.  Tech Inspection will be at Pikes Peak International Raceway 
from 7:00 am until 3:00 pm and at the Crowne Plaza Hotel from 4:00 pm to 6:00 pm. Registration will be open 
from 4:00 pm until 7:00 pm. The Entry fee for Track day is $150.00 per driver. 
 
Saturday, August 8th, 2009: 
Registration and Day Pass purchasing will be open from 9:00 am until 6:00 pm and is sponsored in part by Paragon. 
Tech Inspection will be open from 9:00 am until 6:30 pm and is sponsored by Bridgestone/Firestone Tires. 
The Corvette Mall will be open for setup from 8:00am until 6:00 pm. Always popular is the Hospitality Room 
which will be open from10:00 am until 8:00 pm and it is sponsored by Hagerty Insurance.

The Regional Executive, Regional Competition and Regional Membership committee meetings will be held 
from7:00 pm until 12:00 am. Please see the information posters for meeting rooms. 
Starting at 6:00 pm and ending at 12:00 am, we are having the Club Colors and All American Welcome Party. 
There will be sandwiches, salads and desserts offered and our first Karaoke Night will round out the entertainment. 
Don’t forget to bring your table decorations to decorate your table. There will be prizes and judging by our sponsor for 
the evening, Mid-America. 
 
Sunday, August 9th, 2009: 
Convention Registration and Day Pass purchasing will be open from 9:00 am until 4:00 pm and is sponsored in part 
by Paragon.

The evening’s Celebration Program 
will begin at6:15 pm followed by the2008 Competitors Awards. After the Awards are presented, we will have Phat 
Daddy and the Phat Horn Doctors entertain you until midnight. Dancing, relating tales of the past and carrying-on is 
highly recommended. 
 
Monday, August 10th, 2009: 
Our first day of Competition! We will start off with Late Registrations and Day Pass purchasing from 8:00 am until 
10:00 am, sponsored in part by Paragon. Tech Inspection is by appointment only and is from 9:00 am until 11:00 
am. Concours move-in will be from7:00 am until 9:00 am. Judging for the Concours car show will be from 9:00 am 
until 1:00 pm and is sponsored by Adam’s Polishes.

The High and Low-Speed Autocrosses for Groups 2 and 3 will be held at Pikes Peak International Speedway. It is a 
15 minute drive south on I-25 to exit 122. The High Speed Autocross is sponsored by Michelin Tires and the Low-
Speed autocross is sponsored by Kuhmo Tires. Gates open at 7:00 am. There will be food to purchase at the track if 
you so desire. Spectators without a Convention badge can attend for $5.00, payable at the gate. 

Michelin Tires is 
presenting a Ride and Drive event in the World Arena Parking lot, just west of the Hotel from 8:00 am until
